How to get here: From I-95, take exit 183 to Eau Gallie Blvd, (also called 518), turn east and  go approximately 4
miles to Highland Avenue.  Turn left (north) on Highland Avenue, proceed on Highland Avenue through a light intersec-
tion to the Brevard Art Museum School located in the Renee Foosaner Education Center. It is on the left at 1520
Highland Avenue. From U.S. 1, turn east onto Eau Gallie Blvd (518), and proceed as above. From beachside, take
Highway A1A to Eau Gallie Blvd (518), turn west and proceed across the Indian River. Turn north on Highland and
continue as above.
